BLM
Investigation

Brainstorm the topic and form a cluster of related questions.  

Organise them under headings. E.g.:

· What do you already know about the topic?  

· What do you need to find out? 

· How are you going to find the information?

Planning

Find the best source of information.

Decide how you are going to store your data.

Decide what form of presentation you will use.

Gathering

Structure information you gather in a logical order.

Sorting and Sifting

Keep this order as you look for information.

When you have all the information you need, sort it further and get rid of anything you don’t want, such as irrelevant material.

Synthesizing

Arrange your information into your chosen format.

Evaluate

Have you answered all questions?

Do you need any more information?

Presentation

Prepare/write up your presentation in your own words.

State all references, including those for photos, maps and images from other sources, you have used.  For each you will need to include:

· author or creator’s name

· full title of the work

· year and publisher

· URL address of any web sites you used

· title and publisher of any CDs

Present the information in a relevant manner to a relevant audience. It may be a multi-media, or print-based presentation.
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
